4. Scientific Review: Comprehensive external peer review process includes independent evaluation 
by scientific experts, CHF Scientific Review Committee oversight, investigator response to reviewer 
feedback as necessary. 

5. Approval & Launch: CHF Board of Directors provides final approval, funding is transferred, and the 
research project begins under professional CHF management.
